Rules for Mil Palmeras Boulers

1. Activity

The club’s activity is to practice and play in a friendly, social environment; to have club competitions with a more serious and athletic attitude; and to have league matches against other clubs. The club’s activity is open for everybody, regardless of age, sex, or nationality. The members of the club shall be the base to choose players for competitions at different levels. 
2. Annual Meeting 

The club’s Annual Meeting is held every year in April. Every member is entitled to vote. A member is a person with a membership card (at the moment seasonal card). The summons to the annual meeting will be posted on the club’s bulletin board near the boule range three weeks before the meeting. Information about the Annual Meeting will also be given at practice.
3. Structure of the board

The club board consists of the president and 6 other board members. Co-opted members can be called upon, but they are not entitled to a vote on the board. The board members are chosen during the Annual Meeting by the members of the club that are entitled to vote. The president and other board members are elected for a period of 2 years. Apart from the board, an accountant (treasurer) and an assistant accountant are elected for one year. Also a group is elected to be in charge of preparing the elections, formed by one convenor as well as one or two members for the period of one year.

4. Signature

Mil Palmeras Boulers’ president and treasurer can each sign separately on behalf of the club.
5. Accounting and activity year

The accounting and activity year for Mil Palmeras Boulers is from the 1st January to the 31st December. 

6. Modifications of the Club Rules

At least 2/3 of the votes given at the Annual Meeting are necessary to change these rules. Any proposals to change these rules must be given in writing by a member or by the board of members. 

7. Summons

The board of members is summoned by the president and is entitled to take decisions when at least five of the members are present.

8. Exclusion

The board of members can exclude a member that repeatedly breaks the club’s rules during the actual activity year without having the right to get back the membership fee. The board can also exclude a person from membership if they believe that person will go against the club’s interests or purpose.
9. Tasks
The president, or the person he/she chooses, is the club’s representative, is in charge to the club’s negotiations, and makes sure that these rules are followed. Other tasks are divided by the board members according the board’s decision. The following tasks are, however, always to be carried out by the secretary and treasurer:

Secretary:

· Writing and keeping of the minutes from the Annual Meeting and the Board’s meetings

· Safekeeping and organizing documents, registering and safekeeping any incoming documents

· Documenting the club’s history

· Registering and keeping copies of all outgoing documents

· Writing the yearly description of activities for the Annual Meeting

Treasurer:

· Keeping a roll of members and seeing to it that all members pay the membership fee

· Collecting all membership fees and other incomes and making payments on behalf of the club. 
· Keeping a simple accounting book over the club’s accounts

· Making a report of the accounts and a budget for the Annual Meeting

10. Reports

League matches, club competitions, and club exchanges are reported by the responsible member at the board meeting.

11. Responsibility
The board members have joint responsibility for the management of the club.
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
